The club spent $2,500 to buy dictionaries in support of the SoCal Dictionary Project earlier this year and has set aside $7,000 to be used for scholarship grants for Rancho Bernardo High School students in spring, 2008. Charley Crew, club president said “We are very proud of all the good projects we support in both our community and the world. This is what Rotary is all about."
